Lesson Plan Format

Grade Level: 5th Grade
Subject(s) Area: Elementary Music
Materials Needed:

· Play That Rhythm song 
· 5th Grade Rhythm cards

· Measure boxes for composition 

· Unpitched percussion instruments
Standards:
· Standard 1: Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music
· Standard 2: Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music
· Standard 4: Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines
· Standard 6: Listening to, analyzing and describing music
Objectives:

· Students will demonstrate their ability to identify dotted quarter, 8th note rhythms

· Focus: dotted quarter, 8th note rhythms

· Students will identify what a dotted quarter, 8th note patter looks like and the differences from other rhythms

· Students will play dotted quarter, 8th note rhythms along with similar rhythms they should know on unpitched percussion instruments (Standard 2).
Learning Activities:

· Start class by having students see and read aloud the “I Can” statements for the day. 

· “I can sing alone and with others.”

· “I can perform on instruments, alone and with others.”

· “I can compose and arrange music with specific guidelines.”

· “I can listen, analyze, and describe music.”
· After talking about the “I can” statements have the class participate in “rhythm echoes” where the teacher claps a rhythm and the students echo back
· After a few times of the teacher clapping rhythms give students a chance to clap a rhythm for their peers to echo back

· This will include dotted 8ths, 16th; 16th, dotted eighth; 
· After a few students have a turn (and the ones who didn’t get a turn can go next time – make sure the teacher keeps track) have the class identify which rhythms were clapped.

· The teacher will then clap a series of rhythms with the new rhythm at the end (dotted quarter, 8th)

· Teacher can then ask the students if they noticed anything different with the last rhythm
· Students and teacher will sing “Play That Rhythm” which was introduced prior to this lesson (Standard 1)
· Students will be split into pairs and given a bag containing several different rhythms.
· ***For students who are visually impaired that cannot see the small rhythms, have that group go to the board to use the bigger rhythm cards so that they are easier to see*** 
· They will create a four measure rhythm composition (Standard 4).
· Must contain the new rhythm 

· Students will clap through their rhythm compositions to practice to perform it for the class.

· Students will perform their rhythm compositions for the class after all groups are finished.

· Sing “Play That Rhythm” and add the rhythm compositions one group at a time after they sing the line “play it now.”
· Students can decide if they like their composition the way it is or quickly change one thing about it after hearing their composition in the song (Standard 6).

· During this time the teacher will ask each group to evaluate their composition to make sure they have four full measures with at least one dotted quarter, 8th note rhythm. 

· When they have evaluated the teacher will have them put a thumbs up if they know they have four full measures with the requirements, thumb to the side if they are not sure, or thumb down if they know they do not have the requirements. (Formative Assessment)

· Students will then fix what is not right or what they do not like and then that is their final composition.

· Students can grab an unpitched percussion instrument after singing through “Play That Rhythm” with each group’s composition. 

· They will then play their instruments after singing the line “play it now” in the song “Play That Rhythm” instead of clapping. (Standard 2)

· ***For students with physical disabilities, such as their arms, have mallets with different size Velcro straps to strap to their arm to make holding mallets easier and have a small table to secure the instrument on so that the student does not have to hold the instrument and the instrument does not move around or ask another student/aid to assist by holding an instrument for them.****

· Students will then evaluate their performance filling out an exit slip before lining up at the door. (Formative Assessment)

	Student presented composition at an audible volume 

(f – mf) with clear patterns
	Student presented composition at a softer, (mf – mp) volume with quiet patterns
	Student presented composition at a soft 

(mp - p) volume with very soft patterns.
	Student presented composition at an inaudible volume with soundless patterns

	Variety of Rhythm
	Student used each rhythm from the bag at least once
	Student used most (minus one or two) of the rhythms from the bag at least once   
	Student used some rhythms (minus three) of the rhythms from the bag 
	Student did not use more than three rhythms from the bag
